On the 17/08/25 i was setting down on the sofa in the front room and i heard the front door letter box i rushed over and found a note on the floor so i opened the door and whoever it was had super rushed of out of site. i read the letter and it said its from the monitoring team can i please contact them. no warning notice of issue. i noticed a biro pen on it with the date and time: 17/08/25 21:29 so I went to the phone upstairs and called them that they left i have had no caro on that nither but waited 15 mins and decided to use my mobile downstairs as i could continue to work.  The time on my mobile that I called them is 22:04 and told them of the note asked if I had done anything wrong and they said no. I explained again about the charger. By the 20th they brought out the charger and a black man came in he was very friendly . it took 5 days he was very polite and Curtis, friendly in fact, he done all his checks and double checks and left with everything working to our acknowledge. Buton the 25th a another very nice person in fact arrived she was a coloured lady and was with a Chinese looking person I believe who was also very polite, they checked he tag and said it was not charging correctly and due to this mandatorily changed it and double confirmed everything was working correctly.

On the evening of 26/08/09, I was at home when officers from the Metropolitan Police arrived and arrested me for breach of tag again after the 14th/08/2025
if arrested but not cautioned as it was for a breach of tag power but it was a mistake and the police officer says you assaulted him at time of arrest but does not caution you as it really for the warrant. then takes you police staytion books you in fior warrent and mention the assault to detention officer but still fails tob caution you ewhile he reviews his body cam to see if he can get away with his lie then you brought to cell and keep in there for hours refused solisitor till after 18 hours then at about 20 a custody officer comes in with my dad and say your going to court and being charged with the tag order and assult on police offce, but the police officer never came back while on shioft like he said he would if he was going to charge me, then brought to court and tag power charge dropped but refdused still to be relesed untill brought back to police station*

Just a blunt accusation and a ride to the station
Interview Under Caution
· PACE Code C governs interviews. If the police suspect you’ve committed an offence, they must caution you before questioning: “You do not have to say anything, but it may harm your defence if you do not mention when questioned something you later rely on in court…”
I was taken into custody and booked in. The alleged offence was serious—assaulting a constable in the execution of their duty. Yet from the moment I entered that cell, nothing followed the legal script.
I was held from 6pm until 3pm the next day. During that time:
· No interview was conducted.
· No questions were asked.
· No solicitor was offered or present.
· No bodycam footage was reviewed or disclosed.
· No paperwork was shown to me or prepared for court.
The custody officer—who had previously mishandled my case on August 4th and again on August 14th—came to my cell and simply charged me. No police officer came to speak to me. The officer who claimed to be assaulted said he needed to review his bodycam and might re-arrest me if necessary. That never happened.
Instead, I was sent straight to court.

⚖️ Court Without Evidence
At court, the situation unraveled. The judge asked for:
· Police statements
· Witness accounts
· Bodycam footage
· Interview transcript
· Any paperwork at all
None existed. 
The judge stated there was “insufficient evidence” to proceed. Yet instead of dismissing the case outright, I was bailed to return the next day. The GPS tag charges were dropped, but the assault allegation lingered—unsupported, uninvestigated, and unproven.

This wasn’t just an oversight. It was a systemic failure:

This isn’t just about one false charge. It’s about a pattern of procedural neglect—the same custody officer, the same shortcuts, the same disregard for due process. It’s about being accused without being heard, and charged without being questioned.
I’m building a record that shows:
· No lawful basis for the charge
· No evidentiary foundation
· No procedural integrity
And I’m doing it with timestamps, custody logs, and court transcripts. Because if they won’t document the truth, I will.

· You’ll be taken to a custody suite, where the arresting officer presents the grounds for arrest.
· The custody sergeant authorises detention, and you’re booked in.
· You’ll be told your rights, including the right to legal advice.
🎙️ Interview Under Caution
· PACE Code C governs interviews. If the police suspect you’ve committed an offence, they must caution you before questioning: “You do not have to say anything, but it may harm your defence if you do not mention when questioned something you later rely on in court…”
· Assaulting a police officer is a criminal offence, so any questioning about it must be done under caution and recorded.
· You have the right to remain silent, but silence can be interpreted in court depending on context.
· You can refuse to be interviewed, but the police may still proceed with charges based on other evidence.
